When you see us asking for help in regards to these special events it’s not to continue to take 

monies out of your pocket but to help you and your business financially.  We have a symbiotic 

relationship, the more events Brighton can have, means more exposure to your business, which 

means more income for you and for the Village.

Some tough questions that I think good  business 

owners, such as yourselves,  must always check on.  I do field complaints in regards to the 

physical conditions of certain businesses.

Well, here is 

what I can tell you; if your business exists in the Business District  (BDA) and you are        

collecting the required additional 1% sales tax, you are entitled, through an application       

process, to use a portion of the BDA funds for facility improvements or for employee training. 

If this is an area that needs addressing in your own business come to city hall and pick up an 

application.  With approval, you will be able to start your improvements now so that you, 

along with the city, can be proud of Brighton as a place we all call home. My observation is 

not meant as a negative for any of our businesses, but an offer of help for those businesses that 

may need a fresh start.  

 

One last item, The Village apologizes for the continued dust on the roads,  but we will soon be 

on the downside of this total waterline replacement project. Know that someday soon it will be 

a huge benefit to all.   This project had surplus funds left over, which is good news!  We are 

limited to using those additional  funds for more water line replacements so we will be using 

these funds in the Georgene Acres Subdivision. 

 

Stay tune for more  fun Village events. In October will have the Circus, The National Best of 

the Best Car Show, and Frighten Brighton along with trick or treat and many numerous sport-

ing events. Until next time Thank You in a huge way for all of your support to your Village of
